Philoseplhy tfor Children

Our staff have been working extremely hard this term
to include Philosophy For Children (P4C) into the cur-
riculum. Most of our staff received training from UK
organization Sapere and are in the process of working
towards their Level 1 certificate.

PAC is a student-led, enquiry based approach to learn-
ing. It does not refer to teaching children traditional
philosophy, rather, it centers on teaching thinking
skills and the ability to question and reason.

PAC improves scores in literacy, speaking and listen-
ing and maths tests. It is praised for its effects on
emotional awareness and thinking skill. PAC lessons
have been shown to produce significant gains in ver-
bal and non-verbal reasoning abilities.
